Ticket Takers (NEED 4 volunteers)-Take tickets from patrons, ensure customers have proper
ticket to enter.

Relief Volunteer — Provides breaks to volunteers, serves as runner and may fill in as needed in
other event positions.

Crowd Control (NEED 16 volunteers)—Control ship lines and assist patrons on and off the ship.
Children’s Area (NEED 6 volunteers)—-Assist with children’s game activities and entertainment.
Ship Transport Personnel (NEED 2 volunteers)-Must have a valid driver’s license and a vehicle
in order to pick up and deliver items requested by the Ship Captain, crewmembers and/or Ship
Liaisons.

Lineman/Sail Away Support (NEED 10 volunteers)—Cast of lines of ships prior to excursion, this
is a position which will require additional orientation and training with maritime officials. Previous
experience with Coast Guard Auxiliary is preferred.
